RETIREMENT:

Reffering to proffessional firefighters, age of retirement is 65 years old, as any other worker
in Spain (with the exception of military, miners, so on) but according to Royal Degree
383/2008, March 14th, it is stablished the concept of age reduction rate for firefighters.
Firefighters wil be able to retire when they become 60 years old and provided that they have
payed taxes for 30 years.

The early firefighters retirement age has been applied in a homogeneous way for all workers
and services, regardless to the kind of timetable they are working on (8, 12, 16, 24 hours).
